	Pay for specialist coaches to deliver lessons alongside teachers, to increase confidence of teachers and give better technical knowledge to deliver higher quality PE lessons.

	Football & tag rugby – due to time tabling we provide our extra curricula activities after school – we use specialist coaches to deliver football and tag rugby sessions weekly and participate in a football league.
	£840

	Netball – we pay a member of staff for her time given to the after school netball club using her talents and knowledge to develop the team skills to enable us to participate in the netball league.  
	£300

	We paid for a company to design our playground to encourage children to be more active at playtimes and lunchtimes. These playground markings are also used during lessons times.  In addition we had a netball court outlined as part of our playground/afterschool activities.

	We have purchased a number of resources to improve the experience of the sporting activities we offer ie javelins, football nets, high5 bibs. (Further purchases to be made throughout the year)

	Memberships to sports associations that organise competitions, this enables more children to represent the school in competitions across catholic schools and across Coventry.

	Transport children to sporting events/competitions to ensure more children have the opportunity to represent their school. (Further transport to be hired as and when required)
